In our baptism, Jesus makes us new, so that we can live together as one family without borders 
between us: “In that renewal there is no longer Greek or Jew, circumcised or uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave 
and free…”  What a gift it is to be freed for love alone! We can sing in awe-filled thanksgiving for the awesome gift of 
being one family and a new creation! Imagine what it will be like to live for love today.  Alleluia! 
 
Starting Wednesday, August 7th, at 5:30pm, we will have a short evening prayer service in the church followed by Bible 
study.  Our first Bible text will be Hebrews 11:1-3,8-16, a beautiful reflection on the meaning of faith.  And we will look 
at the Letter to the Hebrews throughout the month.   
 
This month, I will begin my Clinical Pastoral Education, which is the accredited training for pastoral counseling.  That 
training will be done under the supervision of Pastor Bucky Beach, partially through my ministry at Grace and partially 
through ministry at our local jail.  To prepare for that experience, I am off for a retreat in San Antonio, Texas, Monday, 
August 12th to Friday, August 16th.  While I won’t be in the office that week, I will be home for worship.  Pastor Jared 
Howard of Faith Lutheran Church in Calumet will provide emergency coverage for us.   
 
For the Fall, I am planning a series of bible studies on contemporary issues.  Our faith has much to show us about our 
world. Let me know if there are issues that interest you, and maybe I can work your interest into the series.
